Hold Gov’t accountable by giving rights to citizens and states
2.  What are the differences in the Judiciary Acts of 1789 and 1801?

1789—set up federal court system.  1801- Midnight Judges—fill judiciary with Federalist
3.  Distinguish the differences in Federalists and Democratic Republicans.

4.  What were the faults of the Articles of Confederation?

No Central Authority, No ability to collect taxes, no central court system, no army, no central currency, amendments had to be unanimous, could not regulate trade between states

5.  Describe Hamilton’s National plan.

National Bank, Pay off debt with taxes (tariff & excise tax on Whiskey)
6.  What are the terms of Pinckney’s treaty and its impact?  

Free to Mississippi River and the right of deposit in New Orleans

Same with Jay’s Treaty?


Get rid of forts, pay debts, Impressments; impact—angered French.
7.  What was Washington’s last advice to Congress?

Stay out of foreign affairs and don’t form political parties.
8.  What did the XYZ affair entail and what feelings did it evoke?

3 reps. Sent to France, FR asked for a bribe, angered Americans against the French.
9.  What were the conditions of the Alien and Sedition acts?  How did they lead to the VA KY Resolutions?  Explain those?
Get rid of Immigrants (Fr)/Can’t speak out against the Gov’t 

Led to Va and KY Resolves.
10.  Know the winners of the elections of 1796, 1800, and 1808.

1796-J. Adams; 1800-Jefferson; 1808-Madison
11.  What were Jefferson’s accomplishments in his administration?

Louisiana Purchase (doubles US size), Embargo Act, cut military spending, repealed the Alien and Sedition Acts.
12.  What led to Marbury v Madison and what was the result?

Judiciary Act of 1801—dispute over midnight judges, established Judicial Review
13.  What led to the Embargo Act and what was the result?
Chesapeake Bay incident—led to Embargo Act—Hurt Northeastern Trade 
14.  What were the parameters of the Louisiana purchase?

Doubled US; Mississippi river to Rocky mountains, inclusive of Great Plains.
15.  Who were the War Hawks and why did they push for war?

Young Republicans who pushed for war; b/c of impressments, forts, Native American problems (battle of Tippecanoe) & GB trade obstruction 
16.  What ended the War of 1812?

Treaty of Ghent
17.  Elastic Clause/Necessary and proper Clause
Government has to be able to make laws that can change and adapt with its people as they change
To make Federalists happy—they wanted war with France
18. Who was Tecumseh?
Native American leader who wanted Native Americans to fight Americans through a united front.
19.  What was the significance of the Battle of New Orleans?

US victory against the British;  Andrew Jackson becomes a National Hero.
