*=Battle or Fight; CW=Civil War
*Fort Sumter-First shots fired of the CW, inspired 4 more stated to leave the Union

*Antietam-Bloodiest single day battle of CW, inspired Emancipation Proclamation, prevented Foreign nations from supporting the Confederacy



Emancipation Proclamation-freed slaves in rebelling territories ONLY
Anaconda Plan-Winfield Scott’s plan to blockade the South from supplies, split the confederacy, capture Richmond


Freedman’s Bureau-Reconstruction plan to help newly freed slaves and poor whites adjust with aid and education


Robert E. Lee-Commander of the Confederate Army from N VA, surrendered to Grant, ending the war
George McClellan-Union General, fired and rehired often by Lincoln for refusal to enter battle

Carpet Baggers-Nickname for people from the north who came to the south to take advantage of the destroyed economy


Tenure of Office Act-Law enacted to impeach Andrew Johnson, knowing he would break it to fire Lincoln’s Sec. of War
Ku Klux Klan-Terrorist group started after the CW with the intent of preventing freedmen from buying land and voting



Tenant Farmers-Poor farmers who rented land from wealthy land owners, but all profit ends up going to pay for next year’s rent and crop, tying them and generations to the land


15th Amendment-Black male suffrage (Right to vote)
13th Amendment-Abolishes slavery


14th Amendment-Provides path to citizenship for newly freedmen (and others born here)


*Bull Run/Manassas-First battle of the CW
Jefferson Davis-President of the Confederacy


*Sherman’s March to Sea-Mile wide path of destruction of Georgia, including Atlanta that went to Savannah, with a scorched earth approach that gained the Lincoln reelection

*Vicksburg-The turning point of the war in the WEST, cutting of effective use of the Mississippi 
Gettysburg Address-Address given after the battle of Gettysburg, revived Union push for war

Appomattox Court House-End of war, Lee Surrenders to Grant, April 9, 1665

Ulysses S. Grant-Eventual Commander of the Union Army, Known as the Butcher for willing to take on massive casualties 
Andrew Johnson-President after Lincoln’s assassination and beginning of Reconstruction, ineffective b/c of no congressional support

“Stonewall” Jackson-Confederate General at Manassas, killed at Fredericksburg by friendly fire, big loss for the South


Radical Republicans-Congressmen who wanted to punish the South, Led by Thaddeus Stevens and Charles Sumner
Black Codes-Former slave codes, laws newly freedmen were to live by

Compromise of 1877-
 Compromise that Southern states would accept Republican President Rutherford B. Hayes in exchange for the end of Reconstruction.
Scalawags-nickname for Southern sympathizers to Reconstruction/newly Freedmen
Sharecroppers-Poor farmers that promised 2/3 of their crop to the land owner. 1/3 was then used to pay off debt


Jim Crow Laws-Segregation laws


Radical Reconstruction Plan-14th/15th amendments, division by military units, and rewriting state constitutions
Civil Rights Act of 1866-Was passed to end black codes and was the first major push for civil equality

Wade-Davis Bill-Majority of South would take a loyalty oath and Congress would be in charge of Reconstuction.

*Gettysburg- Turning point in the CW overall
