1.  What were the major battles of the Civil War?  Name, winner, significance.

· Antietam-Union Victory-Single bloodiest day battle, happened just before Emancipation Proclamation, prevented GB from backing South 
· Gettysburg-Union Victory-Turning point of the War, Lincoln Gives Gettysburg address, Lee lost 1/3 of forces
· Sherman’s March to Sea-Union Victory-left a mile wide path of destruction through Georgia and effected civilian population as well as military

· Vicksburg-Union Victory-Turning point of the war in the WEST.  Grant becomes leader of the Union Army, Southern supply route cut off
2.  What event occurred at Appomattox Court House April 9th, 1865?


Lee Surrendered to Grant, War was over.  Take your gun and go home.
3.  What was the importance of Fort Sumter?  What was the conflict Lincoln had with the fort?

First shots of the Civil War were fired on Fort Sumter by the Confederates.  Lincoln wanted the Confederacy to make the first move.

Freed Slaves in all territories in Rebellion
6.  Name the Union strategy for winning the war.  How did it work?  Did it work?

The Anaconda plan was supposed to surround the southern coastline and up the Mississippi River to prevent supplies from coming in, thus strangling it.
7.  What was Lincoln’s one main goal from the beginning of the war?  What proved this?   How did he want to bring back the South postwar?
Lincoln’s main goal was the preserve the Union and this was proven by his lenient 10% plan.  After 10% took a loyalty oath and slavery was abolished, states could re enter the union.   
8.  Who were the Radical Republicans?  What was their plan for Reconstruction (name and actions)?  Who were their leaders?
Republican congressmen who wanted to punish the south for the Civil war.  Under their plan, the Wade-Davis Bill, former confederate states were supposed to elect new representatives, re-write state constitutions (abolishing slavery), and were to be divided into military districts until over 1/2 of the population took an oath of loyalty to the Union.  
Leaders-Thaddeus Stevens and Charles Sumner
9.  Describe Sharecropping.  Tenant Farming.

Sharecropping-former slaves and landless whites worked the land gave 2/3 of the crop to the landowner.  The rest was to pay for their supplies throughout the year.  Almost never made a profit.
Tenent Farming-Tenants rented land and had to use profit from crops to pay the landowner and all of their supplies throughout the year.

10.  What did “Redemption” mean in the Reconstruction era?

“Redemption” was the retaking of state government by Democrats in the thus bringing the end of Reconstruction. 
11.  In the Reconstruction Era, what party would you have voted for if you were a former slave owner?  A former slave?  An abolitionist?

Former Slave owner→Democrat; Former Slaves→Republican; Abolitionist→Republican
12.  Name the 13th, 14th, and 15th amendments.


13th-Abolish Slavery; 14th-Rights of Citizenship;  15th-Black male Suffrage
13.  What was the Tenure of Office Act?  Who was it enacted by?  What was its intent?

The act was put into place by Republicans to prevent President Andrew Johnson from getting rid of Lincoln’s Cabinet Officials by stating he needed Senate approval to fire a cabinet official.
14.  Who were carpetbaggers?  Scalawags?

Carpet Baggers were people from the north that came to the south to take advantage of the crumbling economy.  Some were there to help the newly freedmen.
Scalawags-name given to southern sympathizers who helped the newly freedmen 

15.  What was the Freedmen’s Bureau purpose?

Help newly Freedmen adjust to life after slavery.  They helped set up schools, hospitals, and wanted to redistribute former slave owners land to the newly freedmen.  
16.  What were the parts of the Compromise of 1850?
California’s admission as a free state, popular sovereignty would be decide slavery in Mexican Cession territory, Slave Trade abolished in DC, and stronger fugitive slave law.

17.  What did the Kansas-Nebraska Bill state?  What previous compromise did it effect?

Popular Sovereignty would decide slavery in Kansas and Nebraska and voided Compromise of 1820 a.k.a Missouri Compromise.

18.  What effect did the Dred Scott case have on African Americans?

Denied citizenship to African Americans.

19. What was the significant topic of the Lincoln Douglass Debates? What did Douglass defend?

Slavery and how it would be decided in territories.  Douglas said popular sovereignty could put an end to slavery if it was the will of the people in the Freeport Doctrine.

20.  Describe John Brown’s Raid.

John Brown and a group of abolitionists raided an arsenal in Harper’s Ferry VA in hopes of inciting a slave rebellion.  Forced to surrender, Brown was later hanged for treason and seen by the North as a martyr for the abolitionists’ cause.

21.  How did the name Bleeding Kansas come into being?

Pro and Anti slavery forces became violent in order to see the state become free/slave respectively.

22.    What did Harriett Beecher Stowe write?  What effect did it have?

Uncle Tom’s Cabin.  It increased awareness of the plight of slaves in the North and outraged the South.

23.  Why were Southerners outraged at Lincoln’s Election in 1860?  What effect did it have?

Southerners saw their political power circle the drain b/c Lincoln was elected without their support.  Once elected, southern states started seceding, starting with South Carolina.
